We would like to announce the "2nd Advanced Workshop on Spin and Charge Properties of Low Dimensional Systems" to be held in Brasov, Romania on July 17-22, 2011. We apologize if you have received this announcement multiple times.
This workshop follows a very successful workshop two years ago in Sibiu, Romania, which was attended by about 100 participants. The 2011 workshop is intended to provide a forum to discuss recent progress in the field of spin and charge properties at the nanoscale. Unifying themes, such as quantum coherence, single-quantum dynamics, inhomogeneous magnetism, and collective mode effects, play an important role in recent advances in this very rapidly developing field. Examples of areas of intense investigation include the motion of domain walls in magnetic nanowires, the dynamics of a coherent exciton in a single quantum dot, optics and transport in graphene, and the interactions between magnetic dopants in a semiconductor. This 2nd Advanced Workshop will bring together experts in the theory and experiment of such systems, with a limited number (75-100) of junior participants.? The workshop format, with pedagogical talks and considerable time scheduled for discussion, is designed to encourage scientific advances and to spark new collaborations. 
Brasov is most conveniently accessible from Bucharest, and is an attractive historical town in Transylvania. We will arrange a bus from Bucharest airport to the conference location in Brasov.? Also, Bran castle, commonly referred to as "Dracula's Castle" is located nearby and an afternoon excursion during the workshop is planned.
